Dezcription: Thege meters are modificationa of the standard 60-cycle meters
and are designed to provide for installations where a future change from
2-wire 4o 3-wire service is expected. The potentisl colls on the meters

Thege windings are in parallel when connected for

havse 4+wa windinoe
have two windings.
2-wire service and in serles for 3-wire service sc that the voltage
characteristics of the meter are sssentially unchanged on % voltage.
When comnected for 2-wire service only, one helf of the 3-wire current
winding is connected intoc the cireuit. A jumper iz used to complete the
circult through the meter the same as in the standard 2-wire meter. To
re-connect for 3-wire service the jumper is removed, the free end of the
current winding connected and the potential coils re-connected from parallel
to series, The full loed speed of the meters is 124 r.p.m. when counscted
for 2-wire service and 25 r.p.m. on the 3-wire connectlon; thus the same
reglster may be used for both comnections.

The meters are {urnished with two nameplates, one on top of the
other, with the same serial number on each. When the meter 1s converted
to 3~wire, the top 2-wire nameplate iz dlscarded.
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Application: The application for such meters ip where existing 2-wire services
are expected to be temporary. Approval covers conversion from 2-wire to

3-wire, but not the reverse.
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
